The Holy Trinity, The Father, The Son and The Holy Spirit

First mentioned in Genesis 1:26, … “Then God said, ‘Let us make

man in our image, in our likeness, and let them rule over the fish and the sea and the birds of the air, over the livestock, over all the earth,

and over all the creatures that move along the ground.’ ”

Why does God use the plural form, “ Let us make man in our image?”

One view says this is a reference to the Trinity – God the Father,

Jesus Christ his Son, and the Holy Spirit – all of whom are God.

Another view is that the plural wording is used to denote majesty.

Kings traditionally use the plural form in speaking of themselves.

From Job 33:4 and Psalm 104:30, we do know that God’s Spirit was

Present in the creation. From Colossians 1:16, we know that Christ,

God’s Son, was at work in the Creation.
Matthew 28:19 – “Therefore go and make disciples of all nations,

Baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the

Holy Spirit.”

Jesus’ words affirm the reality of the Trinity. Some people accuse theologians of making up the concept of the Trinity and reading it into Scripture. As we see here, the concept comes directly from Jesus himself. 

He did not say baptize them into the names but in the name of 

the Father, Son and Holy Spirit. The word “Trinity” does not occur

in Scripture, but it well describes the three-in-one nature of the

Father, Son and Holy Spirit.
